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Abstract 

This Research aims to examine nature of corrupt practices among government officials 

in order to create measure in monitoring the corrupt govenunent officials. Techniques used in 

fhe research were documentary research and group discussion including interviews of experts, 

government officials, business persons and individuals. 

The finds various forms of corrupt practices, for example nonfeasance, malfeasance in 

office, immoral actions, and unlawful practices, etc. The methods were also varied, i.e. 

corruption in hiring and/or purchasing procedure, government auction, price manipulation, 

bribing for higher ranks. under-the-desk-money, etc. Most importantly, cOmJption nowadays 

has developed into a more policy oriented, using tactics and also a high technology medium 

that make analyzing traces of corruption even more difficult. Therefore, there is the need to 

set up effective countenneasures against corruption and appropriately customized methods to 

ensure greatest effectiveness. 

Legal measures are imperative for monitoring corrupt practices among government 

officials. Among these are amendment of laws and regulations so as to require all government 

officials to submit (i.e. assets and liabilities) to the National Counter Corruption Commission 

(NCCC) before and after being in the office. Besides, there should be peer~to·peer 

monitoring, monitored by supenors, sub-ordinates, co-workers and internal inspection 

officials in tbe office, and law enforcement agencies such as NCCC., Office of the Auditor 

General of Thailand (OAGT). Royal Thai Police, etc. including the public and private sector 

and lhe media. In doing so, motivation measure shouJd be encouraged, such as rewards and 

other fonus of honors given to infonnants. Apart from these, it is recommended that 

infonuation technology be installed and linked to the AMLO's system to enhance warning, 

inspection, and monitoring based on the database of financial statements reported by 

government officials of all levels.
